Wendy Boglioli  

 
Wendy Boglioli brings thirty years 
of speaking and a lifetime of dedi-
cation to each engagement she 
attends. Widely recognized for her 
world record -setting accomplish-
ments as a swimmer, Wendyôs 
dedication was evident from an 
early age as she trained in a cold 
Wisconsin lake coached only by 
her parents. One of the earliest 
female recipients of a collegiate 
athletic scholarship (Monmouth 

University, NJ), Wendy traveled around the world, includ-
ing behind the Iron Curtain, and seized one swimming 
accolade after another. 

 

By 1976, Wendy was poised to capture her lifelong goal in 
the Summer Olympic Games in Montréal. After earning a 
Bronze Medal in the 100 Meter Butterfly event, the world 
watched in awe as Wendy and her three teammates took 
the Gold Medal in the 4 X 100 Meter Freestyle relay, up-
setting the favored East Germans and setting a world re-
cord in the process.  

 

Following the Games, Wendy served as co-head coach of 
the Yale University Swim Team together with her husband 
Bernie before embarking on an illustrious speaking career 
that would last decades. Remaining a trailblazer for 
women, Wendy serves as National Spokeswoman for  

Genworth Financials Long Term Care Division, educating 
women on the importance of financial planning. She has 
been featured on national and international media, in-
cluding Dateline, ABC News and, most recently, an up-
coming BBC documentary.
